s. Competencias:

Competencia comunicativa: El objetivo de este componente es brindarle al estudiante las herramientas necesarias para
gue pueda interactuar eficientemente en una lengua extranjera.

Competencia fonética y fonologica: El objetivo de este componente es familiarizar al estudiante con los diferentes

sonidos propios de cada idioma para que puedan reconocerlos y los puedan modularlos de manera similar.

Competencia gramatical: El objetivos de este componente es familiarizar a los estudiantes con las reglas gramaticales que

rigen los idiomas a fin de que los estudiantes sepan diferenciarlas y utilizarlas apropiadamente, (Benson y Voller, 1997).
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Competencia seméntica: El objetivo de este componente es familiarizar a los estudiantes con los signos lingiisticos del

idioma en estudio, a fin de que aprendan no soélo las reglas gramaticales sino también aspectos culturales y formativos del

idioma en cuestion, (Dickinson, 1995, Nunan, 1997).

Competencia de estudio:

El objetivo de este componente es direccionar el buen funcionamiento del texto base de la clase el cual incluye los
materiales (libro del estudiante, libro de trabajo y CD) para el maestro y los alumnos con el fin de orientar a los estudiantes
hacia técnicas de estudio claras, en donde puedan desarrollar ademas de las actividades propias de la clase, trabajo
independiente y aprendizaje autbnomo. Este componente también propende por el desarrollo de portafolios. El portafolio es
una coleccion personal de informacién en el que se describe y documenta los logros y aprendizajes de los estudiantes, los
portafolios son esenciales pues alli quedaran también consignadas sus reflexiones personales sobre cada uno de los temas.
